To be eligible, participants with intellectual disability must meet the following:

· 18-40 years old

· English-speaking

· A previous diagnosis of intellectual disability OR an autism spectrum disorder and intellectual disability
· Willingness to nominate a staff member to complete several short questionnaires concerning your charge’s behavior and symptoms

· Willingness to allow researchers to access files with demographic and diagnostic information 

· No diagnosis of Down’s Syndrome, Fragile X Syndrome, Prader Willi Syndrome, Angelman Syndrome, Turner Syndrome or Williams Syndrome
· A diagnosis of an autism spectrum disorder is NOT required to participate in the study
To be eligible, raters must meet the following:

· Current employment as a provider of supported living or employment, or behavior support for individuals with intellectual disability, or a parent of an individual with intellectual disability
· Worked with the individual with intellectual disability for at least 6 months
Participation in the study will not require any monetary costs to participants, and postage for returning study materials to researchers will be provided.  Participants with intellectual disability will not be required to complete any scales other than informed consent, and they will receive a $5.00 coupon to local businesses for participating.  Raters will receive a $15.00 gift card for participating.
