 I have a young male on my case load that will be turning 13 in November.  Currently he is residing out of state and the team’s goal is to return him to his home county for services or at least closer than his current residence.  He is next on the waiting list for an IO Waiver, however his current living environment does not meet the 4 or fewer residents required for him to be able to take advantage of this funding stream. This individual has Disruptive Behavior Disorder NOS, Autism, Communication Disorder, Allergic Rhinitis and sensory processing diagnosis.

This young man has a very support family who lives in Clark County and visits with him 1-2 times a month.  Currently he is living in a 24/7 residential facility which also has the education component.  The team’s goal for this young man is to stabilize his behaviors in order to further his education and allow for reunification with his family, all in a closer setting to his home.    The best suited facility would offer a highly skilled behavior unit to provide continuity and input in regards to his behaviors.
