Last year’s symposium included presentations from agencies from throughout Ohio and included successful collaborative strategies in serving individuals with developmental disabilities.  A listing of presenters from last year’s conference is attached for your review.   To submit a proposal each applicant must complete a session description form. Representatives from each collaborative partner must be willing to co-present at the symposium.  The audience will include Superintendents, Executive Directors, Program Managers, Service and Support Administrators and other mid-level management employees of County Boards of DD and private providers.  Presentations should include details on why the collaborative effort was initiated; the benefit to the individuals supported and served; and the reason why the partnerships made the initiative successful.  Each presentation will be ½ hour.  Three to four concurrent collaborative sessions will take place at one time.   We hope new initiatives that have been developed in the past year will apply.

Each room will have microphones for presenters and projectors for visual presentations. Participants will need to bring jump drives with POWERPOINT presentation materials loaded on the drive.
