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Center for Epidemiologic Research for Individuals with Intellectual and Developmental Disabilities (CERIIDD) FAQs

What is CERIIDD’s Mission? 

CERIIDD’s mission is to collect and critically evaluate data unique to the population of individuals with intellectual and/or developmental disabilities and utilize the data collected to achieve 
(1) improved experience of care, (2) improved health of the population, and (3) reduced per capita cost. 

How will CERIIDD benefit OPRA members? 
Initially, CERIIDD will provide baseline data describing current Medicaid usage and costs across the entire Medicaid spend for individuals with IDD in Ohio. This data may be used by OPRA members to: 
· Strategically plan and negotiate with DODD, ODM, medical professionals, and managed care companies. For example, CERIIDD will analyze claims data to determine how much it will cost to serve a specific population of individuals participating in a specific program over a specific period of time. 
· Use the results of data analysis to influence state and federal funding and policy. CERIIDD’s data analysis will allow providers to offer scientifically proven data to legislators and governing bodies. 
· Adjust organizational practices based on the CERIIDD’s data analysis. CERIIDD will use data to identify effective and efficient practices that support individuals with IDD.  
What data will CERIIDD be analyzing? 
· CERIIDD will be using Medicaid claims data to analyze the usage, costs, and relationships among LTSS and physical, psychiatric, and dental care.  
What can OPRA members expect from CERIIDD in the first year? 
· During the first year, CERIIDD will obtain and analyze Medicaid claims data in Ohio and two other states in order to identify cost, usage and trends in LTSS, physical, mental, and dental care for individuals with IDD. CERIIDD will develop a research template based on Ohio data which will be used to efficiently obtain and analyze data from other states. Additionally, reports based on results of data analyses will be completed. The CERIIDD team will research and develop relationships with potential funding partners.  CERIIDD will be promoted through publications in professional journals, conference presentations, brochures, and testimonials.
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
