II.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

III. FINANCE COMMITTEE:
Michael DeFrancesco has been appointed acting chair of the Finance Committee in the absence of Steve McPeake.  Beginning in March, the monthly financials will be presented as compared to budget.  Michael DeFrancesco moved that the annual discretionary contribution to the OPRA 401K plan for 2010 shall be 2.5% of payroll.  Roy Cherry seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

STATE BUDGET AND LEGISLATIVE UPDATE:

Mark Davis spoke briefly about the addition of Jeff Davis to replace Missy Craddock.  The January revenue report exceeded expectations, so the state will consider making the 12th payment in the ICF’s on time instead of delaying it into the next budget year.  The new budget language was released today and totaled 3200 pages.  Jeff Davis will be sending out talking points for use as we meet with legislators.  .

Anita requested that members please support our partner vendors and also distributed a list of members who have not renewed their membership.  Mark Davis briefly discussed the progress on deeming.

Anita Allen reported that the deadline for the compensation survey has been extended and urged everyone to participate.  Mark reported that the new waiver services are on hold pending CMS approval.  They should have a start date of 7/1/11.  The waiver pilot is looking at the possibility of a weekly rate.  Anita announced that there is now a signed agreement between JFS and OPRA to begin the work on the IAF’s.

WAITING LIST STRAGIC FOCUS AREA:  

Mark Davis announced that 100 slots have been funded in the SELF waiver for children and the county boards have asked for an additional 100.

DEVELOPMENTAL CENTER DOWNSIZING AND OUTLIER  PROJECTS:  

Anita announced that over 200 beds will most likely be reduced from the DC’s over the next budget period.

Mark discussed the development of Health Homes and a possible federal decrease in the bed tax in 2014 being proposed by President Obama.
