    Having Prader-Willi Syndrome, JD wants as much food as possible, and will do anything to get it, including fight. Unsupervised for a second (or less) and she will get to food. You should not grab things from her, unless it is life threatening as she will get physically aggressive.
    Diet is very strict (1000 calories/day plus limit of 2500 cc of fluid/day) and sugar-free. Exercising daily is important and needs to be done correctly. Staff needs to be able and willing to take leisurely bike rides (3 wheel bike provided) 1X or 2X per day, (four to ten miles) in many different weather conditions (but nothing too extreme). Frequent and regular exercise helps gain control over behaviors.
    Client needs structure, routine, and constant observation. Client would eat/drink self to death if left alone.

    Needs to be supervised at all times. Client likes to hoard: stuffed animals, puzzles, stickers, paper, pens, coupons, greeting cards, newspapers, magazines, ear rings, etc.
