Glossary of Terms

DODD – Ohio Department of Developmental Disabilities.  The Ohio Department of Developmental Disabilities (DODD) administers four waivers in Ohio: the Individual Options (IO), the Level One (L1), the Self Empowered Life Funding Waiver (SELF) and the Transitions Developmental Disabilities Waiver (TDD). A Medicaid Home and Community Based Waiver allows a state to provide services beyond its State Plan to a limited number of people who meet certain conditions. These waivers allow people to receive supports to live in their homes or other community settings. DODD also certifies individual and agency providers.
ODH – Ohio Department of Health monitors licensed facilities to assure compliance with health codes. ODH certifies ICF/IID homes as meeting the Federal requirements for funding as an ICF/IID facility.  
CCBDD – Cuyahoga County Board of Developmental Disabilities administers the IO, L1, SELF and TDD Waiver programs at the local level.

ICF/IID – Intermediate Care Facility for Individuals with Intellectual Disabilities is licensed by DODD and certified by ODH. A specific provider holds the license to operate the facility for a specific number of individuals at a specific location.  Medicaid pays for the services and expenses of the individuals living in the home. Individuals use benefits and income to pay toward the cost of care.

QDDP or QIDP – Qualified Developmental Disability/Intellectual Disability Professional coordinates the programming and services in the ICF/IID.

IHP – Individual Habilitation Plan is developed by the QDDP/QIDP and the team in the ICF/IID to provide active treatment and training to the individual with DD/ID.

LICENSED FACILITIES – Residential facilities which are licensed by either Ohio Department of Mental Health (ODMH), such as Adult Care Facilities, or by DODD, such as ICFs/IID.  Some licensed facilities are owned by CCBDD and managed and operated by a certified agency provider. Others are owned and operated

by a certified agency provider. Resources (benefits and income) pay for the living expenses of the individuals who reside in the home. The services that each individual needs are identified in the Individual Support Plan and typically funded by a Waiver. Services are shared by the individuals living in the home.

UNLICENSED HOME – Individuals may share housing in rental apartments or houses. Rent and expenses are paid by the individual using benefits and income and may be shared with roommates. Supports that are needed by the individual to live successfully in the community are identified in the Individual Support Plan and typically funded by Medicaid through the Waiver program. Supports are provided by certified agencies or independent providers.  Supports provided and costs may be shared among roommates.

WAIVER FUNDING – The Waiver is a federally and locally funded Medicaid program which pays for services/supports to individuals with Developmental Disabilities who are living in the community, and were it not for these funds, would require institutionalization. Local money/County Boards have agreed to pay approximately 40% of the cost to provide services, in order to obtain federal funding which pays for the remaining nearly 60% of the cost of supporting an individual living in the community. Individual can choose from providers who are certified by the DODD. Can be used for supports in an individual’s own home or residential facility. Does not pay for living expenses (such as rent or utilities).  CCBDD maintains a waiting list for waivers and currently individuals must meet emergency criteria to be offered a waiver. 
· LEVEL ONE WAIVER – Funds up to $5,000 of Homemaker Personal Care, Respite, Day Habilitation, and Transportation supports annually.

Can pay for Environmental Modifications, Adaptive/Assistive Equipment, and Personal Emergency Response System.

· INDIVIDUAL OPTIONS WAIVER – Funds Homemaker Personal Care, Institutional Respite, Day Habilitation, and Transportation supports and
can pay for Environmental Modifications, Adaptive/Assistive Equipment, and Personal Emergency Response System.

· SELF EMPOWERED LIFE-FUNDING WAIVER – Funds up to $40,000 for an adult and up to $25,000 for a child annually for Support Brokerage, Community Inclusion, Participant-Directed Goods and Services, Integrated Employment, Respite, Transportation, etc. allows individuals to direct where and how they receive services.
· TRANSITIONS DD WAIVER – Funds Adult Day Services, Emergency Response Services, Home-Delivered Meals, Home Modification Services, Out-of-Home Respite Services, Personal Care Aide Services, Supplemental Adaptive and Assistive Devices, Supplemental Transportation, and Waiver Nursing.
ISP – Individual Support Plan is developed by the County Board Support Administrator, the individual, and significant others to identify the supports needed by individual

in order to live successfully in the community and to assure that health and safety needs are met.
